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A Recapitulation





For HR PMR measurements the requirement to have the single crystal specimen in the spherically shaped outer-form had been stringent.


This requirement had been implemented because of the well known, Lorentz Spherical Cavity inside the specimen in which the induced fields can be made zero for such an outer spherical shape 





The use of spherical sample ‘tubes’ for HR PMR measurements in Liquids to reduce the Bulk Susceptibility Contributions is a well-established practice.
