Even in Institutions where students work on advanced aspects of Magnetic Resonance, but, still require coaching when it comes to understanding the basics in this technique, this type of effort is a novelty. However they have the familiarity to avail the Search Engine facilities which cannot provide such well prepared consistent documentation for such a specifically designed Course Content.

The enclosure No.1 enlists stages of the envisaged phased out implementation which includes within its purview what has been stated in the item 1-vi of the OBJECTIVES.

Hence without seeking much financial assistance [ nothing more than as per the entitlements as per actuals in the present appointment as Member of the Faculty in the University ] it is intended to implement this Programme eventually only to enthuse the other faculty members to try to incorporate as much as required, the necessary contents in their respective teaching materials to achieve the completion of the  enlisted tasks.
